Bike Ride through Naramata Bench


Get ready for one of the most scenic and rewarding rides in the Okanagan. This route starts at the Penticton Trade and Convention Centre and winds its way through the heart of the stunning Naramata Bench before climbing gently onto the historic Kettle Valley Rail Trail toward the iconic Little Tunnel.


The ride begins with a relaxed cruise along quiet vineyard-lined roads, where rolling hills, orchards, and panoramic lake views set the tone. As you transition onto the KVR, the experience shifts—smooth gravel, gradual grades, and a peaceful, car-free trail make for an incredibly enjoyable climb. This is the kind of ride where you can settle into a rhythm, soak in the fresh air, and truly take in your surroundings.


And the views only get better. As you gain elevation, you’ll be treated to sweeping vistas of Okanagan Lake, with dramatic cliffs, endless vineyards, and that signature golden light the valley is known for. Reaching Little Tunnel is the highlight—a breathtaking lookout that feels like you’ve earned something special.


We’ll break things up with a well-deserved stop for lunch at Abandoned Rail Brewing Company, where you can refuel, relax, and enjoy a laid-back atmosphere with great food and local cider.


This ride is perfect for those looking for a mix of adventure and enjoyment—moderate effort with big rewards. Expect a distance of roughly 40 km round trip, with a steady but manageable climb on well-maintained gravel. Ideal for e-bikes or anyone comfortable riding mixed surfaces. And coast back down to town. Ride is approximately 2.5hours. Plenty of time to stop and take pictures along the way.
