The session emphasizes incremental, low-risk enclosure improvements that can be incorporated during planned repairs or renewals, supporting informed maintenance planning, effective consultant engagement, and more durable project outcomes. Practical wildfire-resilient detailing is also covered, including non-combustible roof and wall assemblies, ember-resistant vents and soffits, improved air-sealing, and cladding/interface upgrades that reduce ignition risk and extend building survivability during wildfire exposure.

Participants will explore how design choices, lighting, layout, equipment, and supervision affect escalation and risk, and how unclear roles can unintentionally compromise safety. The session clarifies the difference between safety plans and behaviour plans and highlights how facilities and safety staff can proactively support inclusion while meeting occupational health and safety obligations.
